Ultrasound-guided insertion for both CVCs and PICCs

Use of 2% chlorhexidine for skin antisepsis before insertion and for continuous or
discontinuous antisepsis of the exit site

Use of suture-less devices for securing the catheter, whenever possible

Use of transparent dressings, whenever possible

Prompt removal of unnecessary lines
